LATEST FROP/i QUEBEC.
Quebec, Dec. 17, 1866.

There has been a snow storm prevailing 
since midnight. The river is full of ice. The 
“ Arctic ” is still making regular trips between 
Quebec and Levis.

A gunner of the “ Aurora,” while intoxicated, 
missed his footing on the gangway of his ves­
sel on Saturday night, and fell headlong into 
the current. Before assistance could he ren­
dered he sank to rise no more.

A child one day old, was brought to this city 
from the Island of Orleans nailed up in a soap 
box. It was alive when removed, but when 
it reached here it was taken out a corpse. A 
verdict of died from exposure was returned.

Skating Rinks have been built upon our 
principal wharves, and are crowded nightly 
with skaters.

It is said that it is the intention of those op­
posed to the proposed dismemberment of-the 
Parish of Montreal and the erection of the 
Parishes of St. James and St. Patrick, in the 
event of the Metropolitan refusing to endorse 
their demands, to send a deputation to Rome 
to lay the matter before his Holiness the Pope, 
and that as much as $1500 have already been 
subscribed among those belonging to the St. 
Patrick’s congregation alone for the purpose of 
defraying the expense.

By a recent statute it was enacted that 
stamps should be affixed to promissory notes at 
the time of their making, varying in "value ac­
cording to the amount of the notes ; and further 
that in the event of tRe omission ot such stamps 
or of part of them, the defect might be reme­
died by affixing double stamp by way of penalty 
for the neglect. Two actions were recently 
brought before the supreme Court in this city 
on promissory notes; Both as it happened 
were insufficiently stamped. One of these 
come before Mr. Justice Stuart and the other 
Mr. Justice Tachereau, and strange to say with­
in the space of a fortnight judgments direotiy 
opposite in their nature were rendered.

A member of the family of the Hon. the 
Commissioner of Public Works Is seriously ill 
in Quebec at present.

LATEST FROJ¥S TORONTO.
Toronto, Dee. 17.

A bill in Chancery has been filed against 
the directors and cashier of the Bank of Upper 
Canada for an account of the sums expended 
by the directors as such, and seeking to hold 
directors specially liable to stockholders for 
the amount thereby expended improperly. It 
is said Mr. Cassels, following the example of 
Mr. Street, has resigned his position as assignee 
of the Bank.

An attempt was made yesterday to set fire 
to the dwelling of Dr. Newcomb, on Yonge 
Street, Two horses’ harness, and other valuable 
materials, were destroyed. Loss over one 
thousand dollars.

There was a heavy fall of snow yesterday, 
and splendid sleighing.

LATEST FROT*1 OTTAWA.
Ottawa, Dec. 17.

It is understood that Writs will not be issued 
at present for new elections to fill the vacan­
cies which ha ve recently occurred in the repre­
sentation ot the people in Parliament, as it is 
almost certain that a general election will take 
place under the new Constitution within six 
months.

A silly rumour is current here to-day that 
Mr. Langevin has sent a despatch by Atlantic 
Cable to Mr. Cauchon, Mayor of Quebec, to the 
effect that the Scat of Government would be re­
moved to Montreal, provided suitable buildings 
could be obtained, otherwise to Quebec.

Similar absurd rumours have been sent from 
this city to the Montreal Transcript.

William Patrick, for some time past United 
States Consul here, has resigned, and has pro­
ceeded to St. Paul, Min., to practice law. He 
will be succeeded in the Consulate by Mr. 
Meehan, of Albany.

The late Sheriff Fraser willed, amongst other 
bequests, one hundred dollars, respectively, to 
the Ottawa Protestant Hospital and St Andrew’s 
Society. His estate in Ottawa is worth nearly 
sixty thousand dollars, and will shortly be sold 
for the benefit of legatees.

The Recorder’s Court opened to-day—seven 
cases were tried principally for larceny and ap­
peals from the Police Court.

The weather was severely cold yesterday. 
The Ottawa River is frozen across. There was 
a snow-storm from the east to-day ; evening 
mild and fair.

The Widening of Sherbrooke Street.—It 
is evident that the question of the legality of 
the proceedings will not be allowed to remain 
unsettled. A meeting of those interested is 
called for to-morrow at two o’clock, in the 
Mechanics’ Hall, to which we direct attention.

Injsgro Suffrage.—The first step in con­
ferring the elective franchise upon the 
Black population of that part of the coun­
try where slavery formerly prevailed, was 
taken on the 14th inst. A bill from the 
Senate for granting the suffrage to the 
negroes in the District of Columbia, was 
sent down to the House of Assembly, and 
passed at once, under the pressure of the 
“previous question.” We suppose that 
but for this piece of strategy there would 
have been some speaking, and therefore 
some delay; but we judge from what took 
place, that those who were opposed to the 
measure saw that it must pass, and did not 
conceive that anything was to be gained by 
a waste of energy in resisting it. There­
fore, after an ineffectual effort by Mr. In- 
gersoll to test the feeling of the House on 
an educational qualification, all active op­
position ceased and the bill was passed. 
The vote was Ayes 110; Nays 46. No 
Democrat voted in the majority ; but five 
gentlemen elected as Republicans, all ex­
cept one from States wnich had been Slave 
States, were in the minority. This is a 
wonderful change during the few years 
since the time when the greatest slave 
market in the World was held at Wash­
ington. We suppose that our readers 
generally understand that the District of 
Columbia is the territory lying around the 
Legislative Capital of the Union, and upon 
which that city was built, and that it was 
ceded by Maryland for that purpose. This 
District is wholly under the jurisdiction of 
the Federal Government, having no separ­
ate State organization, and it is in that way 
that the Federal Government is enabled to 
deal with this question without any oppo­
sition or cavil from other authorities. As 
we understand it tills act places all persons, 
black and white, on the same footing, so 
far as the franchise is concerned ; and we 
conclude that the failure of the attempt to 
impose an educational test is not to he 
taken as an exposition of the opinion of the 
House on that question, but must be con­
sidered as an expression of a determination 
in favour of the principle that there shall 
be no test of fitness for voting for a portion 
of the population which is not equally ap­
plicable to all the rest. It remains to be 
seen whether Mr. Johnson will veto the 
bill. As it is distinctly a Republican mea 
sure, he might do so on party grounds, if 
he were distinctly and avowedly a Demo­
crat ; but we do not understand that to be 
Ins position, and it appears to us that there 
is in his policy towards the South nothing 
which makes it incumbent on him to re­
ject the bill, while he has on some occa­
sions spoken in favour of qualified negro 
suffrage. Should he veto the bill it is al­
most certain that it will be passed over his 
head hy a two-thirds majority of both 
houses.

More Protection Wanted. — The New 
York Tribune is bawling lustily for protec­
tion to the woollen manufactures of the 
United States, done to death by compe­
tition, although already there is a very 
large duty on importations. Shipbuilding 
has been killed, although no ships are ad­
mitted to the privilege of American regis­
try unless built in tbe States; nearly all 
the sewing machines, a purely American 
invention, are manufactured in Britain and 
imported by the patentees in the United 
States as of their own make; the great 
bulk of the paper used by the largest pub­
lishers is made abroad ; the books with 
the imprint of the Messrs. Harper, Ticknor 
and Fields, Appleton, &c., are in very 
many cases printed in Britain, some in 
Canada, sent to the United States in 
sheets and there made up. We might 
swell the list to almost any length. 
Now the publishers complain, and 
have been doing so for some time 
back, that the # New York market is 
flooded with British publications, and this 
is the more keenly felt at the present time 
when the holiday season gives, as a general 
rule, a great impetus to the publishing of 
works for this season. The book trade was 
one which should have lived if any could. 
It was well established, paid no copyright, 
had no authors in its employment with de­
mands for remuneration for their brain 
work. The publishers had nothing to do 
but to stretch out their hands, select the 
best works they could get, print and 
publish. The consequence was that Ame­
rican reprints had driven out British pub­
lications from this continent, monopolizing 
not only the market of the United States, 
but that of Canada as well, as by a most 
absurd regulation, while no work published 
in Britain, and for which there is a copy­
right there can be reprinted in Canada, 
without subjecting the publishers to the loss 
of the books, tbe penalty being confiscation, 
besides a fine imposed, there is no restric­
tion whatever to the importation of re­
prints from the States. Why should this 
law be continued ? What good does it ef­
fect ? It is of no benefit to the authors, 
and merely throws an obstacle in the way 
of publishers here to the advantage of 
the publishers in the United States. This 
is the true character of the present legis­
lation on this subject in Canada. As to 
the abstract question of copyright and the 
honest obligation of paying an author for 
his works, there can scarcely be two 
opinions, and were the question to assume 
that form it would be discussed on dif­
ferent grounds. The book trade then was 
not one for which the nursing system 
was needed. It had attained to full stature 
and immense proportions, hut the deadly 
fostering of protection was decreed, and 
fastening on it like an insidious disease, it 
has speedily reduced it to the state in which 
it now is, nominally flourishing and giving 
employment to thousands in the United 
States, while really the greater, certainly 
the most important part of the work is 
done elsewhere. If those who argue here 
for protection to native industry would 
only go a little deeper into the subject, try 
to bring about such a reform in our finan­
cial system, as would admit of something 
like a permanent policy being followed, in­
stead of a shifting and variable tariff and 
constant tinkering with the laws, more good 
would be done than by attempts to set up 
restrictive duties. Many speakers, and 
many of those who have written in advo­
cacy of assimilating the system of Canadian 
finance to that of the United States, have 
touched the real difficulty without appear­
ing to have been aware of it. And this was 
more especially the case at the meeting held 
to denounce the arbitrary, hasty and ill-ad­
vised alterations made by Mr. Galt on the 
tariff last Session. Had the arguments 
then brought forward been drawn to their 
proper conclusion it might have been a 
justifiable one. The speakers contended 
that there was no security for men of capi­
tal embarking in industrial enterprises 
under one system of policy, which might in 
less than a year be exchanged for another, 
setting all calculation at defiance and ren­

dering every contract insecure. This is one 
very serious evil we have to contend with, 
but it had nothing to do with the question 
of protection, in favour of which the argu­
ment was supposed to have weight. The 
legitimate conclusion was the evil of con­
stant changes and the duty of oppos­
ing them. With the security offered by a 
straight forward honest policy, it will be 
found that, with the advantages Canada 
possesses, she needs none of the protection 
supposed to be given by high discrimina­
ting duties.

The Upper Canada Bank.—We under, 
stand that there was an error in the tele­
graphic report published yesterday re­
specting one of the candidates for the 
place of assignee of this Bank, vacated by 
Mr. Street. The name should not have 
been McMaster, but Alexander, a member 
of the firm of Blaikie and Alexander, and 
a gentleman whose qualifications for the 
task we hear spoken of in high terms of 
praise. We suppose that it will now be 
found impossible to avoid an investigation 
into the management of the institution, as 
we learn that a bill has been filed in Chan­
cery by a stockholder, to compel restitu­
tion from Mr. Cassels of various sums of 
money, which the plaintiff alleges have 
been improperly obtained by the cashier. 
One of the grounds set forth in this bill is 
that Mr. Cassels while acting as the cashier 
of the Bank, and receiving therefrom a 
large annual salary, was also acting as the 
agent of the Messrs. Glyns, one of the 
creditors of the Bank, for the purpose of 
protecting that firm from loss ; that this 
position was inconsistent with that which 
he held as manager of the Bank ; and that 
the money which he received from the 
Messrs. Glyns for so protecting their in­
terests, must be refunded. Another 
ground is that a Locomotive Factory, which 
formerly belonged to Mr. Morton, at King­
ston, but which came into the hands of the 
Upper Canada Bank, was sold by the Bank 
while Mr. Cassels was the manager, and 
bought at a very low price by a Company 
in which Mr. Cassels is a large shareholder. 
If these allegations are proved, we think 
there can be no doubt that the Court will 
grant relief ; for we cannot imagine any­
thing more improper than such transactions 
as these, should they be established.

PROTECTION AND FREE TRADE.

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.
Sir,—I perceive that the “Secretary of As­

sociation for the promotion of Canadian In­
dustry” has been airing his ideas on Political 
Economy in the Toronto Daily Telegraph.

It is excessively unfortunate that the Pro­
tectionists who write for the public enlighten­
ment should he influenced by so perfect a dis­
regard for the first principles of the science 
which they pretend to treat. But it certainly 
is most refreshing to see the “Secretary” en­
deavouring to persuade the farmers of Canada 
that they should be Protectionists. No diffi­
culties apparently deter the “ Secretary.” He 
charges the most formidable positions with a 
boldness and vim which deserve success ; and 
acting upon the principle, that fools are iu the 
majority, he imagines that by bold assertion, 
he will secure believers in his theory.

I have no intention to follow Mr. Secretary 
through all the miserable platitutes of his let­
ter; I shall .content myself merely with ex­
posing one or two of his most transparent fal­
lacies.

In the fifth paragraph of his letter he says : 
“ In the present advanced state of our manu­
factures, after he (the farmer) has bought his 
nails, scythes, rakes, forks, whiskey tweeds, 
satinets, brushes, paints, oil, spririts of turpen­
tine, tar, vinegar, linen grain bags, twine, corn 
brooms, hoots and shoes, grey cottons and il­
luminating oils, the list of wants in dutiable 
goods is not verj extensive; probably $100 on 
average would cover them. This would show 
a contribution of about $20 per annum to Go­
vernment, while even of this sum fully one 
half belongs to the items of tea, sugar, rice 
pepper, indigo, and the finer classes of dry 
goods, leaing I should say about $10, to serve 
»s a protection to our manufactures.”

You observe, Mr. Editor, the coolness with 
which Mr. Secretary speaks of having, thanks 
to the advanced state of our manufacture," dis­
tanced foreign competition in the matters of 
nails, scythes, rakes, forks, whiskey, tweeds, 
&c. He in fact admits that owing to the ad­
vanced state of our manufactures, and a twenty 
per cent tariff, that the farmer is obliged to 
buy all those articles of Provincial manufacture. 
Consequently the 20 per cent tariff on those ar­
ticles is not productive of any contribution hy 
the former to the Government, but is produc­
tive of a 20 percent contribution by the farmer 
to the manufacturers of the articles he buys. 
It thus, in lieu of a duty levied for the purpose 
of aiding in the carrying on the Government of 
the country, becomes a tax of 20 per cent im­
posed upon the consumers of Canada in favour 
the manufacturers, and collected by them.

To follow the Secretary’s line of argument, 
if the farmer expends $300 in his nails, scythes, 
forks, &c., (articles of domestic manufacture), 
he pays to the manufacturers $30, more than 
he could buy them for, if there were no protec­
tive tariff of 20 per cent. Thus the effect of 
the tariff is on an expenditure of $400, to tax 
the farmer $80, whereof $60 go into the manu­
facturers pockets as profit, and $20 into the 
public chest.

The charming little tables given by the 
“ Secretary” of the price of flour, butter, eggs, 
Ac., have really nothing whatever to do with 
the question. Toronto consumes a certain 
quantity of flour, Ac., and the demand therefor 
will regulate the price, but the crops of Canada 
thank Providence, more than suffice to supply 
its wants, the surplus produce is exported aud 
of course the demand therefore in the country 
to which it is exported will regulate its price 
there, but so far as the former is concerned, the 
price he obtains in Canada for the flour, Ac., 
which is afterwards exported is the price which 
rules in Canada at the time of its sale, the loss 
or profit in the foreign country belongs to the 
merchant exporting.

Mr. Secretary, with his 1000 families, for 
whom would be required 6 barrels flour with 
meal, equal to 30 bushels Spring wheat, by 
1000 equal to 30,000 at $L.25—$37,500, pre­
sents a most imposing aspect, but even the 
spectacle of his 1000 men, from each of whom 
$8 a year in the shape of duties would be de­
rived, cannot reconcile us to a system which 
imposes a duty of 20 per cent on articles con­
sumed by nine tenths of the people-of Canada, 
for the benefit, not of the labouring manufac­
turing class, but of the manufacturing capital­
ists.

Ere taking leave of the “ Secretary of Asso­
ciation for the promotion of Canadian Indus­
try,” I might, perhaps, be permitted to suggest 
that, ere again venturing into print, he should 
endeavour to acquire a smattering of the first 
principles of political economy. Nothing 
would give us Free Traders greater pleasure 
than to discuss the two systems with Protec­
tionists qualified to maintain their side of the 
question respectably, but to ask us to answer 
the arguments which hitherto have appeared 
in newspaper editorials and epistles in Canada 
is to ask us to battle with shadows unworthy of 
notice.

Rev. Mr. Borland felt that if a proper senti­
ment oi the interests of humanity were felt 
nothing could he more interesting than the 
reading of a missionary report. Men ought to 
awaken to the true feeling of their responsibi­
lity. A meeting of this kind was like taking 
stock by mercantile men of their past year’s 
transactions, to determine their future endea­
vours. They should be drawn to this considera­
tion hy a true feeling on the subject not by 
popular oratory. There was cheering in the 
report and much to encourage them, but there 
was also much to humble, which should lead 
them to ask if after all they had done what 
they could. They might take many lessons 
from the conduct of mercantile men, as a guide 
for them and see whether their capital—that- 
contained in the Holy Bookh—ad been turned 
to full advantage. And he was satisfied that 
it had not and that had it been, far greater re­
sults would have been attained. There was 
much to humble this branch in the great suc­
cess which had attended the American M. E. 
Church. Does this Church give its agents 
sympathy, prayer and help enough in their 
labours ? It is not enough to wait till ihe col­
lector comes round to give a reasonable and 
consistent subscription or to see what the 
agents are doing. That is no discharge of the 
duty.| Daily wrestling'that the work of the 
Lord may go on is also needed. He, that 
nerved David to meet Goliath will nerve the 
Church to overcome the enemies who oppose 
the cause of God. Everything in the world is 
active now in every branch, and is this a time 
for the Church to be idle? Very far from it 
—the very reverse ought to be the case. Every­
thing shews what might be done were the work 
engaged in as itought to be. (Applause.)

Rev, Dr. Jeffers felt that this branch of the 
Church in a youug country was highly honour­
ed in having so large a field of labour. It had 
great responsibilities in following the new 
settlements, plunging deeper and deeper into 
the -woods, among the Indians, among the 
French Canadians, and to the new lands of 
British Columbia. Already ih proportion to 
membership, the Canada branch supports 
twice as many ministers as Britain. And 
it has extended its operations without even 
drawing upon the British Conference for the 
sum placed at its disposal for mission purposes. 
Every year large amounts are raised and about 
as much per member is given in Canada 
as is done in England, and great as are 
the exertions of their American brethren, 
more is actually raised per member 
here than there. They are truly filled 
with a mission spirit. And it has much to do 
with the future safety and progress of humanity 
that the standard of Christianity should be 
planted and maintained in this Continent. 
(Applause.) ,
^ The Rev. Bishop Janes of the American M.

E. Church said men, of one blood aud kindred, 
shared alike the one necessity of caring for 
their immortal souls. In these lands they had 
never been without the consciousness of a 
Father in Heaven. The name of Jesus was 
earliest heard from a mother’s lips, and by 
earliest teachers, so that they had never felt 
that there was no ark of safety, and never felt 
that they were without a Saviour. All in this 
community owe all their cheer to the feeling 
that there is a Saviour, so that it is difficult to 
conceive of the state of those who have no 
such knowledge. Yet without this the condi­
tion of all here would be awfully and sadly 
changed. The severity of the deprivation 
may be gathered from the attempts made to 
supply the want by false gods and cruel sacri­
fices. They feel keenly that they need a super­
human being to lead and to guide them. 
Christianity meets this great want, reveals all 
that is needed, and meets the great necessities 
of man. It is the great hope of mankind, is 
the only active sympathy with the heathen 
world, seeking to relieve it. Who but God and 
Christians feel for and seek to help the hea­
then ? Christian Governments are not doing 
it. Take your own Government, certainly the 
best, in the world. (Applause.) Excuse my 
patriotism in making one exception. Certainly 
your Sovereign is the most Christian potentat 
in the world but neither the British nor United 
States Government do more than protect and 
tolerate Christians in the exercise of their relig­
ion. Heathen Governments do not extend 
christanity. Philosophers do not, they are 
laying they world under many obligations, hut 
seek not to christianize the race. The same 
may be said of education systems, of commerci­
al men, of all classes. Could he sneak to these 
suffering nations he would thill their hearts by 
saying, there is Tielp, the,:e is hope. God and 
His Church have the means and the desire to 
reach you and to bring you consolation and 
salvation like the noble seaman who sent' up 
the signal to the ship in distress “I’li stand by 
you, I can save you in the morning,” they 
could say the same to the heathen. “We’D 
stand by you.” He had cheering hope i 
of the world being evangelised, not 
from -this or that man’s interpretation 
of the Bible, but from the word of 
God alone. They were not aware fully 
of what had been done. Looking back for the 
last fifty years they could find a basis for this 
hope. The bible had been translated into the 
language of three-fourths of the earth, the 
Missionary has reduced to order and grammar 
languages formerly witnout order. The Ameri­
can Bible Society were this year stereotyping 
the Bible into Arabic and into the old Slavonic 
language. Then look at the number of schools 
in heathen lands, the number of native minis­
ters,”of Churches organized by natives, an ad­
vantage incalculable gained already. Then 
there are organizations at home for still further 
spreading the work. In the Sunday Schools of 
Britain and her Provinces, and the United 
States, there are 6,000,000 scholars taught by 
1,000,000 teachers, every school nearly having 
ajmissionary association,which will enable tho 
work to be carried on with great power pml 
success. The general missionary aspect is one 
of great cheer. Of the Methodist organization 
an important work is expected. They ware es­
sentially a Missionary Church. As AVeslcy 
said, “ the world is my parish,” a belief pro­
fessed by his followers. This conviction has 
been one of the grand inspirations which has 
moved the Methodist body from the first till 
now, and none can feel this without having his 
whole soul expanded. If so, is it hot plain 
that God would have us to take a noble action 
in tnis matter. Their number gave them a 
responsibility. There are, from the best data, 
in Britain and America, at least 3,000,000, and 
it would be a safe calculation to count three 
adherents to each communicant, which would 
make 12,000,000 ; and if there are 1,200,000,000 
inhabitants altogether, that would give Metho­
dists the one hundredth part of the world. 
The increase in the United States last’ 
year was 130,000. .If the same pros­
perity be given as in the past, it would 
double and double again each ten years. One 
hundred years ago there was one Methodist 
Congregation on this continent, five members 
in all. It has increased now to 8,000,000. It 
was a question of proportion, what would the re - 
suit be in another hundred years ? A calculation 
made showed that in another hundred years 
the number would be twelve billions eight 
hundred thousand millions. Referring to the 
financial affairs, in 1820 3-10 of a cent was re­
ceived from each member, in 1860 25 cents per 
member, in 1865 78 cents per member, and this 
year there has been appropriated a dollar a head. 
To go on at this rate in ten years there should 
he $2 a member, giving $12,000,000 for mis­
sionary purposes. And what is tiue in the 
States will be true in Britain and the Pro- 

) vinces. He rejoiced they had surpassed 
I their brethren in the States and gloried 
in it. He believed that $5,000,000 would 
be raised for the Centenary Fund, and with 
the amount at their disposal who could 
estimate the responsibility laid upon them. 
Taking the strength of all the Churches, in 
spite of the force aud strength of superstition, 
from the prayers, the struggles, the efforts and 
the labours of all Christians, the progress would 
still be onward. They must feel the urgency 
of the work, and all must combine, from the 
mother instilling into the babe to the minister 
addressing his people—all must enlist in the 
work, until a spirit and a power he aroused to 
bring the world to a knowledge of the Lord 
and of His grace. They must come to the foot 
of the Cross. It was by the constraining love 
of Christ that this must be doue.

A telegraph was received from the Treasur­
ers, expressing the hope that as this was the 
first meeting it would be a successful one.

A collection was then taken up, and the 
Benediction having been pronounced by the 
Rev. Bishop Janes, the meeting closed.

WESLEYAN METHODIST ANNUAL 
MISSIONARY MEETINGS.

The first of these meetings was held last 
night in the Wesleyan Methodist Church, the 
Hon. James Ferrier in the Chair.

The Rev. Mr. Elliott opened the meeting 
hy announcing a hymn, and the Rev. Georoe 
Douglas led in prayer.

The Chairman briefly explained the purpose 
of the meeting and called upon the Secretary 
to read an abstract of the annual report.

Mr. J. A. Mathewson after referring to the 
statistics of the British Conference, then 
reported the progress that had been made hy 
the Auxiliary Society here. They had five 
branches of missions, that at Hudson’s Bay 
that among the Indians, the German and French 
Mission, the fifth being the domestic mission. 
Another was newly organized, that in British 
Columbia, where a class of Chinese had been 
collected. From all these cheering accounts 
were received and tokens of great success were 
given, which were most encouraging.

The Trade in Sawed Lumber.—Mr. Mc­
Laughlin’s new lumber mill, at Arnprior, which 
was built last year at a cost of some $80,000 
has been in full operation through the season, 
employing 75 men, and has produced some 
8,000,000 feet of lumber. As high as 140,000 
feet per day have been sawed. He has erected 
another sawmill of equal capacity, which will 
go into operation next spring. All the lumber 
is sold as fast as sawn at from $8.00 to $12 00 
per thousand, delivered at the Railway station 
L. Barnes & Co., of Ogdenshurgh, N.Y., are the 
purchasers, They have also bought nearly all 
the sawed lumber that has been produced upon 
the line of the B. & O. Railway. Their pur­
chases in Canada this year amount to over 
100 000 000 feet. The Canadian lumbermen 
have had a very profitable year-$15,000, 
$50,000, and larger sums are quoted as the net 
profits ’of the yeai, in a large number 
of instances. A large steam sawmill Is 
soon to be built at Sand Point, the Re il way 
terminus. The mills keep the Railway: ullv 
employed in transporting lumber to Brock ville. 
The rates of freight are $12 per car load of 
6,500 feet. Arnprior is fast growing in popula­
tion and importance.
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Bcffalo, Deo. 17—The Bolling Mills at­
tached to the Buffalo Iron Works were de­
stroyed by fire this a. m. Loss $250,000 ; in­
sured for $200,000.

Washington, Dee. 17—The following resolu­

The idea is novel and is capitally carried out- 
in the shoe, of enormous proportions, sits 
the old lady and all over her and her dwelling 
her numerous and varied family are to be seen 
sleeping, laughing, crying, tumbling about, 
crawling up and tumbling down in every direc­
tion. We endeavoured to count them, but 
could not get beyond about eighty, although 
there must have been more. The affair is cer­
tainly uncommon, and we predict for it success 
of a high character ; indeed there is no question 
that the children of this excellent old dame 
will be eagerly sought after, and will be bought 
up by the children’s parents, who will be 
favoured by enjoying the sight. The photo­
graphs, also, will command a ready sale, as 
such a picture for a lady’s album is not found 
every day.

Second or the Crystal Palace Concert.— 
The second of these Concerts was given in 
Noidheimers’ Hall last night. The selections 
were all performed with artistic skill and drew 
forth from the audiences evidences of the ut­
most satisfaction. The house was not so well 
filled as might have been expected from so at­
tractive a programme and from the high char­
acter of the performers.

Police Court.— Francois Charbonneau, ior 
stealing a watch,was sentenced to three months 
imprisonment.

Recorder’s Court.—A number of loose idle 
and disorderly women were sent to gaol for 
two months each. Several men for tiifling as­
saults were fined $5 each or one month. There 
were 32 cases in all.

Colonial Loans.—The Crown Agents for the 
Colonies have invited tenders for £250,000 Six 
percent. New Zealand Debentures, redeema­
ble in 1891, being part of a loan of £3,000,000 
authorizid in 1863, of which £2,100,000, have 
already been issued. As it is stated that nearly 
the whole of the sum will be applied to the 
redemption of 8 per cent. Treasury Bills, 
issued last year, the operation will have no 
influence on the money market. Otherwise it 
might be well for Colonial Governments to be 
informed that the system of bringing out new 6 
per eent. loans on the London market cannot 
tie indefinitely continued. No objection need 
be offered to those recently contracted, which 
supplied a moderate opening for investment at 
a moment when the public are regarding with 
blind terror every ordinary mode of employing 
money, but the prevailing sensitiveness could 
soon be turned against any other channel.

!?. UTm% 4 PSSTSmMf ?

In the course of a lecture delivered at Ottawa 
by the Rev. Dr. Irvine, the following remarks 
on this subject occur : About 700 years after 
St. Patrick founded Christianity in Ireland, 
Henry II, under sanction of a bull issued by 
Pope Adrian IV, invaded Ireland with the view 
of bringing its inhabitants under the jurisdic­
tion of the Romish See, On this point Dr. 
Irvine cites the following passage from Mr. 
McGee’s history of Ireland : —

“ After spending a right merry Christmas 
with Norman and Milesian guests in abund­
ance, at Dublin, Henry proceeded to the work 
of religious reformation under the plea of which 
he had obtained a bull from Pope Adrian 17 
years before, declaring such an expedition, un­
dertaken with such motives, lawful and praise­
worthy, Early in the New Year a Synod was 
held at Cashel at which many salutary decrees 
were passed. These related to the proper sol­
emnization of marriage, catechising children 
before the door of the Parish Church, the aboli­
tion of Lay Trustees of church property, the 
administration of baptism and the imposition 
of tythes on corn and cattle.”

From this he draws the following conclu­
sions :—''First: That St. Patrick could not 
have held his commission to plant Christianity 
in Ireland from Rome. Whatever form of Chris­
tianity he founded in the island, it certainly 
was not the Romish form, for if one Pontiff em­
ployed St. Patrick to establish the Roman faith 
iu Ireland, why should another Pontiff employ 
King Henry to plant a faith in the country 
which had already been flourishing there for 
seven centuries 7 Either St. Patrick was not a 
Roman Catholic, or else he was a very bad one, 
if he promulgated a faith in Ireland which, af­
ter living and spreading for seven hundred 
years, had to be repaired by the Synod of Cas­
hel. What would be thought of the General 
Assembly of the O. S. Presbyterian Church in 
the United States of America, did that body re­
quest President Johnston to invade Scotland 
with a view to promulgate Presbyterianism in 
the country, seeing it has been the religion of 
the Scottish people since the days of John 
Knox. Or how foolish would it seem for the 
Synod of the Church of England in Canada to 
request the Governor General of our Province 
to undertake an expedition to England, with 
the view of founding a national Protestant epis­
copacy in the country ; yet no more foolish than 
for Pope Adrian IV. to instigate King Henry 
II to invade Ireland for the purpose of bring­
ing its people under the hierarchy of Rome, if 
St. Patrick and his successors had for seven 
centuries owned their allegiance to that hierar­
chy. Secondly: If the annexation of Ireland 
to the British throne be a calamity, a cruelty, a
sin—a heinous sin, as some suppose it is_then
let it be remembered that the sin lies at the 
door, not of England—for her monarch, Henry 
11, was but the vassal of the Roman Pontiff at 
the time—but at the door of Pope Adrian. The 
tiara of Rome, and not the sceptre of England, 
is responsible for the annexation of the Irish 
nation to England. But if the Bishop of Rome 
be infallible, then all his acts must be infalli­
bly right; therefore the union of Ireland to 
England is infallibly right, and to seek a repeal 
either by political or military effort, is infalli­
bly wrong. And, on this account, it seems that 
the repeal agitation under the late gifted Mr. 
O’Connell, and the more odious and disgraceful 
ruffianism of the Fenians, are utterly antagon­
istic to the canon law of the Romish Church 
as to the constitution of imperial Britain 
Thirdly : The method of solemnizing marriage 
in the Irish Church, as instituted by St. Patrick 
and observed by his successors of seven 
hundred years, could not have been 
the Romish method. Why should the 
Synod of Cashel introduce a new marriage law 
into the country, harmonizing it with the can­
ons of the Church of Rome, it St. Patrick had 
already done so ? Every one in the least de­
gree familiar with the marriage law in Ireland 
since the famous Synod of Cashel, knows that 
the marriage is regarded as a sacramental vow— 
that marriage is, in fact, a sacrament. The in­
ference, then, is, that from the time of Saint 
Patrick until the time of Henry If, marriage 
was not regarded as a sacrament by the Irish 
Church ; therefore the patron saint of Ireland 
must have held views of the ordinance of mar­
riage very different from those enjoined and 
promulgated by the Synod of Cashel. We are 
not prepared to state definitely what his views 
were but Mr. McGee leaves his readers to infer 
what they were not. Fourthly: The method of 
catechizing children, it seems, was different 
from the days of St. Patrick to the Synod of 
Cashel from what it has been since. As it ap­
pears that the Synod of Cashel enjoined that 
i hildren should be catechized at the door of the 
parish church, the inference is that prior to 
that time they were catechized in some other 
place. We are not told in what place, but left 
to conclude that it must have been either in­
side the church or inside the family circle. We 
can scarcely in charity suppose that it was in 
church; therefore the most reasonable view of 
the subject is that they were catechized in the 
family. Now there is no lack of evidence that 
the old Culdees of Scotland did observe the 
rule of family catechizing, which John Knox 
revived after the Reformation. Hence, again, 
we reach the inference that St. Patrick must 
have established in Ireland a faith which was 
not Romish, but essentially different in its or­
dinances from that of Rome. It would seem to 
have been more like the faith of the Ionian 
Church than the Romish Church. Fifthly : 
It seems that the Synod of Cashel enacted a 
law abolishing Frenrchs, or lay trustees of 
church property. Such being the case, we are 
conducted to the conclusion that, Lorn the time 
cf St. Patrick till the time of Pope Adrian IV., 
the Irish Church managed all her property by 
a lay trusteeship, but that the Synod of Cashel 
felt it to be right and “ salutary” to abolish this 
practice, and invest all property solely and ex­
clusively in the hands of the ecclesiastics ; thus 
denuding the laity of every right to interfere 
even the management of the temporal affairs of 
the Church. For 700 years previously the laity 
of the Irish Church had control of all the secu- 
larities of the churclu but now a new era in 
managing church property arises, and the rules 
of the patron Saint are repealed, whilst those 
of Rome are intioduc.d; hence the inference 
that for 700 years previous to the reign of Henry 
II, the Irish Church could not, at least in re­
gard to the question of church property, have 
been Romish. In the Scottish and English 
Churches we know that the laity have and hold 
iu trust for Ecclesiastical purposes the property 
that may be invested in them, and this prac­
tice musth ave obtained in the Irish Church from 
the time of St Patrick—but as this was not a 
Romish practice it follows that the Irish Church 
during that period, be what she mav. could not 
have been Romish. Sixthly : It seems that the 
mode of administration in regard to the sacra­
ment of buptism as established by St. Patrick 
was not Romish—for had it been so then why 
should the Synod of Cashel alter it so as to con­
form it to that of the Romish Church ? We do 
not here pretend to define the doctrine or form 
of this Ordinance as held and observed by the 
Irish Church previous to the invasion of King 
Henry. Nor is this of any consequence to our 
argument—all that we contend for is, that ac­
cording to Mr. McGee’s report of the “ salutary” 
proceedings of the Synod' of Cashel, the Irish 
Church prior to the meeting of that Ecclesias­
tical convention must have held and practiced 
views of this Holy Ordinance which were not 
Romish, or at least they could only have been 
in part Romish. If the doctrine and practice 
of the Irish Church had been Romish for the 
last seven centuries, so far as regards baptism, 
it is obvious that they were not Romish for the 
preceding seven centuries. But the church 
during that period was the church founded by 
St. Patrick, and hence the conclusion that the 
patron Saint of Ireland, if Catholic at all was 
not Roman Catholic. Seventhly : The proceed­
ings of the Synod of Cashel show that from the 
time of St. Patrick tythes of corn and cattle 
were unknown to the Irish Church, inasmuch 
as such tythes were imposed for the first time 
by the fiat of that court. Much has been said 
and written against the tythe system of Ireland 
and we neither commend or condemn it ; but 
this wm do say: that the sysiem seems to have 
been first inaugurated as a “ salutary” measure 
by a Synod acting under the express warrant of 
a bull from the Roman Pontiff. Right or wrong 
Irish tythes “ on corn and cattle” on both or 
either are not a British but a Romish impost, 
and the fault, if fault there be, rests not with 
the men who collect them, but with the Eccles- 
iastical court that first imposed them, and that 
court was Romish.

Mb. Bright and Ireland.—Mr. Bright has ad­
dressed the subjoined letter to a gentleman in 
Exeter :- “ The Irish landlords feel that they 
can rely on English force to sustain them, and 
they are careless as to the condition of the 
tenantry. My plan would rob nobody. I 
would give more than its present market value 
for anv estate purchased, and I would make a 
new race of proprietors out of the present oc­
cupiers, and thus convert them from discontent 
to a real loyalty to their country. Everything 
proposed for Ireland is opposed by the Tory 
and Church and landlord party, and yet this 
party has itself nothing to suggest. Discon­
tent and insurrection may menace the country 
but English force is always at hand, so thé 
landlord sleeps in peace and feels that his rents 
and his power are secure. If Ireland were 
1,000 miles away from us all would be at once 
changed. Justice would he done, or the 
landlords would be exterminated by the ven­
geance of the people. I see nothing better in 
the future so long as the people of the United 
Kingdom are excluded from the House of 
Commons, and how soon we may be able to bear 
them included is more than I can tell. I do 
what I can for them, and now they are doing 
something for themselves I hope there maybe 
some result before long.”—London Tim\s.

THE ALABAMA CLAIMS.

The New York Times lately published the 
following sensible and well timed letter, which 
we take it is from an American pen. It is to 
be regretted that there are not more Ameri­
cans addicted to the habit of thinking for them­
selves, in place of allowing irresponsible news­
paper sensation writers to influence their better 
judgment.

I observe that the President in his Message 
urges the demand upon England for payment 
of damages inflicted on American commerce by 
the rebel privateer or pirate Alabama. The 
ground of this claim is that the Alabama was 
built iu a British port by British capital, and 
fitted out with arms and crew and all the 
munitions cf war under British jurisdiction, 
and that, having never been in a Confederate 
port, she was to ail intents and purposes a 
British ship. This is held to make England 
responsible.

That point I do not propose to discuss. I 
wish merely to call attention to another phase 
of this case. The Alabama was commanded 
by Raphael Semmes throughout her entire 
career. He was the direct and immediate author 
of all her depredations. No question can 
possibly arise as to his responsibility for these 
acts. It is not a matter of inference,' nor of 
construction. If anybody can probably be 
called to an account he is the man. If the 
Alabama was a piratical vessel then Semmés 
was a pirate ; if she was a rebel privateer, 
without lawtul commission or authority, then 
he as her commander was clearly responsible.

Now, why is he not held responsible? Would 
not the President be able to press England in 
this matter with a much better grace if he 
showed an equal sense of the enormity of the 
Alabama’s offences in the treatment of her com­
mander ? He is within the jurisdiction of the 
Government and amenable to his authority, 
But instead of being held to his responsibility, 
he is paroled—has been elected to an honour­
able local office in Alabama, has been editing 
a violent rebel newspaper, and has finally 
accepted a Professorship of “Moral Philosophy” 
in a Louisiana college.

While the chief offender in this matter is 
treated with such leniency, it cannot be expect­
ed that this severity toward England will be 
properly appreciated. Yours, &c.,

“ I was thinking,” said the poor child, “ how I 
should feel if I had a son as unkappy as you 
make me."
